They were developed by and are provided free of charge by the Wattle Rangers 4WD Club Inc. (Beachport) in conjunction with the Department of Environment and Heritage (National Parks) to visitors intending to travel along the Limestone Coast between Robe and Carpenter Rocks in 4 wheel drive vehicles. It is assumed that the traveller will based in Beachport and all directions are written as such.

All maps and charts are in A4 and can be printed using this size. However, because of the large amount of information on it, Canunda Map 1 should be enlarged to A3 making it easier to read once printed.

4 wheel driving along the Limestone Coast is among the best in Australia but it can be fraught with danger for the unprepared. It is therefore advisable that:

· drivers are proficient/familiar in the use of their vehicle in beach/sand conditions

· drivers have and are proficient in the use of basic recovery equipment (rated snatch straps and ‘D’ shackles etc.)

· vehicles are suitably fitted out with appropriate recovery points – NOT TIE-DOWN POINTS

· drivers travel with at least one other vehicle for safety
· vehicles display a RED flag on a tall (2-3m) pole
While every effort has been made to ensure the accuracy of the maps, they are intended to be used as A GUIDE ONLY.
