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26 – Robe – Main St & Victoria St Junction 

25 – T-Junction - TL bitumen road – road on right leads to park boundary track 

24 – junction - proceed straight ahead (lower) OR veer right (higher) 
tracks merge other side of dune 

23 – turn right – beach VERY SOFT most of the year 

22 – T-Junction – turn left – Stoney Rise Track and Camp straight ahead 

1 – Sign Post - Little Dip Conservation Park 

2 – Y-junction – veer right 

3 – Errington Beach 

4 – as you leave beach – select low range  

5 – turn left – low range required
